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AN EDITORIAL
Campus Dress Standards

The dress on campus at the University of South
Florida has been exceptionally well and in keeping with
campus styles of many universities throughout the na-
tion. For this reason, it should be pointed out that old
sayings such as “clothes make the man (or woman)” may
be altered to mean the university or college as a whole.

During exam week it was noted by many students
and faculty members that our previously high standards
in dress were abandoned for a more casual attire. In
some  people’s opinion, casual could be replaced by
sloppy. Most of us want to be proud of our school and
in the way we are looked upon by visitors and by other
college students who may be on campus for various rea-
sons. Our dress patterns are of prime importance In
making the proverbial good first impression.

The appropriate clothing for any given time 1s some-
thing that reflects on the individual as well as his asso-
ciates and classmates. The proper dress for academic
work has been exceptional with our one-time disregard
during exams. The proper dress for recreation and play
is not acceptable for attending class, unless of course 1t
is a physical education class and the prescribed dress has
been set for such events.

No Rules Yet

At present, and as far into the future as we can read-
ily foresee, there are and will be no rules determining
what is accepted as appropriate dress on campus. This
leaves the students the responsibility to set the policy
that will undoubtedly be followed by 10 times our pres-
ent enrollment in the very near future.

The most logical reason for our past excellent show-
ing was the season of the year and the newness of .our
school. Having no set tradition to follow, and each of us
eager to get off on the right foot socially and aca-
demically, have more or less outdone ourselves in per-
sonal appearance. This has been the pattern thus far,
and should continue to be the standard.

It is the feeling of many, however, that certain
problems shall arise as the weather becomes warmer and
spring fever attacks as it has done regularly on campuses
across the nation. It is feared that the persons who now
are setting the trend in appropriate dress will fall into
the traditions set by other southern colleges to see who
can become the most outlandishly dressed campus per-
sonality. This, we hope can be curbed prior to its formal
appearance on campus. Surely we can adopt a more
sophisticated outlook than many of our sister colleges.
The standard of dress has already been established on
USF’s campus; the continuation of this standard is of

The part intercollegiate ath-
letics will play in the future of
USF is in the hands, for the
moment at least, of the Plan-
ning and Policies Committee.

The committee, which 1is
headed by Dr. Sidney J. French,
dean of the College of Basic
Studies, proposes to take up
this much debated subject at the
committee’s next weekly meet-
ing Tuesday, Feb. 21. The big
question members are concerned
with is ‘“when will athletics on
the intercollegiate or varsity
level be introduced to our uni-
versity?” Dean French, in a
recent interview, gave his pre-
diction of the decision of com-
mittee. “The ruling will prob-
ably be In favor of separation
from this form of athletics un-
til at least after the first class
has graduated.”

This may seem like a direct
slap in the face of a potential
athletic department at first
glance. But sound reasoning
may be found behind such ac-
tion upon closer inspection. Of
course, participation in athletic
programs contributes greatly to
health and happiness, physical
skill and emotional maturity,
social competence and moral
values. But does the level of
such a program matter mark-
edly? The initial goal of the
University, as Dean French
pointed out, is the development
of a strong intramural program,
This, many feel, will serve the
purpose adequately.

At least intramural athletics
is not marked by the high-pres-
sure competition, promotion,
and commmercialism found in
many varsity programs across
the country.

Of course alumni pressures
in years to come will probably
force USF into a full-fledged
intercollegiate program, even
football.

But intramural athletics can
cover the entire campus, every
student, in their goal of foster-

ing the growth and well-being
