The *“Spacemobile” will dem-
onstrate aspects of rocket pro-
pulsion, the operation of satel-
lites, and the more advanced
rocket satellites.

12, with a special demonstration
for . high school students
Wednesday from 3 to 5 p.m.

Leading Scientists

The conference, which will be
statffed by more than a score of
the country’s leading aero-space
scientists and specialists from
space-oriented industries, will
oifer a program specifically de-
signed to acquaint high school
physics teachers from 15 states
with existing and projected de-
velopments in astronautics.

Among those conducting the
program will be such nationally
recognized astro-scientists as Dr.
Konrad K. Dannenberg, director
of National Aeronautics Space
Administration’s Saturn Proj-
ect; Dr. R. B. Voss, associate

Decisions Made

The decisions, for those not
realizing important decisions
were made, include: ‘

1. The decision involving the
physical plant. Buildings were
to be  constructed which were
beautiful, capable of serving
many functions, and lasting, vet
relatively inexpensive. All build-
ings were designed to be in
harmony with each other in a
style which someone has called
Florida Contemporary.

2. The decision to make the
library a central building on
campus and a central concept
in the academic program. The
significance of this decision
was further attested by the fact
that the librarian was the first
professional appointment made

by President Allen.

3. The decision to create a
separate College of Basic Stud-
1es which would provide the
general or liberal education be-
lieved essential to all students.

4. To prevent disunity the ali-
university approach was to be
used in facing problems.

5. The aecent was to be on
learning. Academic  concerns
were to be emphasized above
all others.

A fulltime stu-
dent is one who is carrying a
minimum of 12 semester credit
hours. Total fulltime enrollment
last semester was 1,360.
