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Blindness No Hinderance

“Realize your disabilities and
keep them in the back of your
mind. Realize your assets and
capitalize on them.”

This is the main philosophy
professed by Sherry McCor-
mack, an exceptional student at
USF. Born with eongenital
damage of the retina in both
eyes, Sherry has been without
sight since the age of twelve.

Sherry’s sight defection was
realized when shé was nine
months old, but nothing could
be done to restore her normal
eyesight. Surgery or the use
of glasses would be to no avail,
and at the age of three, Sherry
had her eyes removed, ex-
amined, and returned. This op-
eration was futile, and no one
could tell just when. her eye-
sight would completely leave.

At the age of eight, she was]|

taken to the hospital because
of a blood infection from her
tonsils and adenoids. It was
during this time that Sherry lost
all sight in her left eye, and
vision decreased in her right
eye. The reason for this 1s un-
kKnown and will remain a puzzle
to her doctors for many years.
Although there was no more eye
damage occurring, her eyesight
was gradually becoming worse.
When Sight Failed

As Sherry’s eyesight began
to dwindle, she became more
helpless. However, she kept at-
tending public school and par-
ticipated in sports and school
clubs. She then. enrolled in a
school for the blind, but re-
fused to learn Braille because
of what it stood for. Gradually
she began realizing that her life
wasn’t over, and in two months
learned to read and write
Braille. *

It was also at this school that
Sherry learned to sew and cook.
After four years, she was again
enrolled at a public schooi,
Hamilton High East, in Trenton,
N.J. Writing for the school
newspaper, debating, and sing-
ing in the school choir and

of one of the sororilies were:
some of the activities she par-
ticipated in, while at high
school. In June, Sherry grad-
uated from high school with
honors and then began looking
forward to college. |
Friend Suggested USF

A friend of Sherry’s suggested
USF to her,. and loving the
south and its warm climate, she
decided that was the college
for her. Now that she is here,
she has fallen in love with the
campus. Sherry plans to major
in psychology and journalism,
thus someday becoming a social
worker and helping underprivi-
leged children. She also intends
to write a novel.

She also wants to learn to
bowl and perfect her water ski-
ing. Blindness and deafness in
one ear are not considered
handicaps by Sherry.

“Cricket” Helps

Cricket, her ‘canine compan-
ion, is always ready to help
Sherry. All decisions are made
by Cricket, and Sherry {trusts
her implicitly.

Because of her blindness,
Sherry has become more aware
of her sense of touch, odors,
and sounds. When going to
class she knows which halls to
walk through by feeling the
walls. The smell of food means

One important thing Sherry
would like all students to know
is that whenever she is holding
Cricket’s harness it is all busi-
ness and she asks that no one
talk to or pat Cricket. Talking
to Sherry is fine, but not to
Cricket.
