ETC. Millions Slip through Hands!

The following article was sent to us from the Gurleys, Cathedral Caverns.

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) --Arnold Batliner has let millions of dollars slip through
his fingers in a secret room high up in the St. Francis Hotel.

Batliner, 63, is the hotel's money washer.

He spends 8 hours a day, 5 days a week tumbling thousands of coins through an
antique silver washer that resembles a pirate's treasure chest.

For 40 years, shiny coins have been a trademark at the bars, restaurants and
concessions in the 14-story hotel on Union Square.

"We receive constant complimentary comments from customers, guests and lo-
cal people that come infrequently to get clean St. Francis money,'" said Wm. G, Quinn,
vice president and general manager.

For Batliner, who has been chief and only money washer for 10 years, "it's just
a job--like banging on a typewriter. You don't think about the money. "

On an average day, Batliner washes about $2000 worth of coins.

""But you've got to wash all day to do $200 worth of pennies," he said. "They're
hardest to clean because they're copper and you have to use acid first."

Batliner brings the coins to the sccret room from the accounting department on
a money wagon, sorts them in an antique sorting machine and then puts them in the wash-
er with a dose of buckshot and four-spoons of silver hurnishing soap for an hour and a
half.

Lifting the lid of the treasure chest washer containing 10,000 dimes; he pointed
to the gray soapy water and said: ''See how dirty it is."

Batliner then took two pails of cold water, rinsed off the soap and began scooping
out the coins and buckshot--it helps scour the coins--and putting them through a great
strainer.

The sparkling wet dimes left in the top of the strainer were then carried across
the room and placed on a blanket-covered table beneath three heating lamps to dry.

"It takes about 20 minutes. The dimes dry very slow because there are too many
of them. They're too compact,' Batliner explained. '"Quarters dry very fast. So do
nickels. "
