Confab

The second annual Southeast-
ern Aerospace Conference today
begins its second week with a
registration of 140 high school
teachers from 16 states. Dr.
T. C. Helvey, USF - associate
professor of biophysics and co-
ordinator of 1ihe conference,
said there were 90 registered
ﬁst year.

Addressing the group whose
goal is keeping abreast of rapid
advances in aerospace sciences
to keep students informed, Dr.
John S. Allen, president of USF,
said, “We're teaching things in
our schools and colleges that we
didn’t know ten years ago.”

Keynote speaker Dr. Mattison

L. Story, educational specialist

with the National Aeronautics
and Space Administration,
Washington, D.C., outlined five
major divisions of NASA’s
space program: Space science,
application of new knowledge,
manned space flight, advanced
research and technology, and
tracking and data acquisition.

Darling of the conference ex-
hibits is what Dr. Helvey calis
the “pinball machine.” It is a
trajectory computer built by the
Martin Company with the idea
to get a steel ball to the moon
There are settings to ereet the
ball, fuel settings, and adjusters
to set the guidance and speed
for thrust. As in actual practice,
the pretended moon shot is ‘“not
as easy as it looks,” says Helvey.

Highlighting this week’s pro-
gram is an airlift to Cape

Canaveral sponsored by the U.S.
Air Force.
