Hummingbird recaptures 
Don Bleitz 

On 3 July 1976 -- while banding hummingbirds at 
Mountain Home, California at an elevation of ap- 
proximately 3,500 feet in the San Bernadino Moun- 
tains -- I captured a total of 45 hummingbirds. 
These included I adult male Rufous Humming- 
bird (Selasphorus rufus), only 14 Anna's Hum- 
mingbirds (Galapte anna), and the rest Black- 
chinned Hummingbirds (Archilochus alexandri). 

Of the 45 individuals captured in about 6 hours of 
netting time, 5 -- or more than 10% -- were 
previously banded birds. Of these 5, 2 were Anna's 

Hummingbirds, both banded 11 June 1972, and the 
other three were Black-chinned Hummingbirds, 
all of which had been originally banded 24 May 
1974. This full house seems to be an almost un- 
believable coincidence and a record which I 

believe our membership would find fascinating.

as a volunteer. 

ß Secretary-Treasurer of the World Nature 
Association; 

ß Vice Chairman and Chairman of the Virginia 
Chapter of The Nature Conservancy; 
ß Tour leader and escort for 12 bird-oriented tours 

in North America and Africa; 

ß Board member Virginia Society of Ornithology; 

ß Secretary and Membership Chairman of the 
Eastern Bird Banding Association (EBBA); 

ß Referee for the new publication (Joint EBBA- 
WBBA) North American Bird Bander and current- 
ly preparing The Auk's ten-year index (1971-1980); 

ß Bander of over 20,000 birds of about 200 species 
with a life list of 2,200 species.

The main features 
are the sensitive treadle, a door lock for feeding 
when not activated, and a large handle for a gloved 
hand in winter. The back is fastened on with clips 
for easier access in case the treadle gets worked 
over by a squirrel.

Banding Pliers: These 61/2" long-nose pliers have 
holes bored in the jaws to fit standard band sizes, 
so as to make it quite easy to get a perfect fit. This 
avoids the danger of lapped bands, which may in- 
jure the leg if not corrected, and which are 
troublesome to remove even with good tools. There 
is a split pin on the top of the plier which enables 
the user to open a band evenly with one operation. 
A spring on the side of the plier provides tension to 
keep the opened band in the plier while handling 
the bird. While new banders may welcome such 
pliers to increase their confidence in attaching the 
band, many.experienced banders have shown in- 
terest in the pliers in order to handle birds more 
rapidly at peak times.
