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I therefore told him to go down to the Cape and attend to this posting,

and that the map would be sent him by Ray with certain areas marked on it.
He said he thought he could get Kelsey's boat and motor to use, That is
where he is now, The Commander told me that Earl would still make a good

" man he thought, but whether he could be depnded on without supervision was
problematical, and that evidently he would not work with anybody! There is
a cueer tie-up there somewhere, Earl went directly to the Commander after
I had talked with Tuesday night, and told him everything I has said, Ray
has definite ideas about this also, as he has watched this for some time.
He won't say much about it, very reluctant to talk any, but let fall just
one remarx which had been told him by a man whom Earl had just been talking
to, It was to the effect that Earl was sure of "even of a better job on
the S.W, Coast in future than he has now, and that he would have the Commander
a8 a boss soon"!!!! That Ray would be displaced as head of the patrol,
that Earl would have that position, and that the Commander would, by then,
have my Jjob, So evidently, he has really been talking widely, and hardly
advisably, I also found out that Earl had written in to the N.Y. office
about the time that it was being considered to move Ed Moore from Key West,
He wrote to Bob Allen something about Ed Moore, I don't what it was, and
neither does Ray, However, Ray got a letter from Mr, Baker commenting on
what Earl had done, and was rather censored (or so he took it) that Earl
knew anything about it, He immediately asked Earl why he had written to
Bob about it at all, and Earl categorically denied doing so; However,

Ray had him dead to rights then, for he simply read him what Mr., Baker

had written, then Earl said, "oh, yes, I guess 1 forgot"!}

At any rate, he has expressed the opinion in Bonita Springs that Ed Moore,
in his estimation, is "not worth a damn for anything".

When I got to Naples on wednesday afternoon, I interviewed some of the men
that Earl had told me he talked to about Ray, He has said that these men
approached him, and were worried about their pay, The men say that they
did no such thing, but that Earl came to them with many cuestions, and ad-
vised that they write in to N.Y. for money, and not to depend on Ray for it,
These men have no axe to grind, and I 8imply told them that I would be glad
if they would repeat to me certain conversations they had had with Earl,

and how they came up, In every case, they were the opposite as to the way
Earl related them to me,

There is a lot of detail that might be gone into, but this is the main body
of the situation, I have not mentioned names of people, a3 they asked ex-
pressly not to be quoted, and seem very clear on that point, They are cer-
tainly all for Ray Barnes, that much is certain, 1 have never heard anyone
make any accusation against his honesty, The matter of the check was one he
gave to "Dollar Bill" Brown, for some work, and which was dated ahead two
days, and he asked Brown not to cash it until that time was up, Brown went
to Everglades, got a grocery store to cash the check, and left, Of course,
when it was presented at the bank, it was returned with N.S.F, As soon as
Ray heard it, he went over and covered it. This was greatly distorted by
Earl, After all, it shows that he has been prying into every detail he could
in an effort to get something on Ray,

It is difficult for me to say what to do at the moment, I think Earl has
shown himself anything but commendable in all this, and I am now strongly
of the opinion that he is not the type that we want, He has shown tendencies

in the past two months utterl unknown to me in th
