Mg, HUBBARD, of Connecticut.—Not to be
outdone in generosity by my friend, the
learned gentleman from Pennsylvania [Mr.
Stevens], who admitted this afternoon that my

State can beat his in growing onions, T will

admit before the whole House that Pennsyl-
vania_can beat Connecticut in raising cab-
bages. [Laughter.] And I will admit-that
my learned - friend represents the laregst
onion-consuming constituency in the world,
as the uncooked article when sliced up is so
very nice to flavor sour-krout. “[Renewed
laughter.] And I will say in the hearing of
my friend from Wisconsin [Mr. Sloan] that
his State has very many advantages over
mine, of which he has cause to be proud.
His constituents can raise, peradventure, a

hundred bushels of corn_ per acre; while"

mine can raise scarcely ten bushels per
acre.. I know very well that hxs constituents
pay an income tax upon this, but they do not
pay any tax'unless their gains shall exceed
$1000 a year. 4

I hardly know what acknowledgment I
ought to make to the two learned gentlemen
from Ohio [Mr. Schenck and Mr. Lawrence]
for having advertised Connectxcut tobacco,
unless T admit what is generaIly conceded
and understood, that. the State of Ohio is
great, if not the, greatest in_ the’ business of
producing tines.

I .ought, perhaps, to apolovlze Yo the
House for havmg detained them so long with |
these remarks. But the fault lies at the
door, of the gentleman from Pennsylvania
[Mr. Stevens], for he introduced into the
debate the savory subject of leeks o onions,
and I was compelled to reply to him.

Now, the State of Connecticut does not seek
to obtain any advantage over the middle or
western States; nor is she willing that they
shall obtain any unjust advantage over her.
This paragraph, as amended in the motion of
the chairman of the' Committee'of Ways and
Means [Mr. Morrill], if T understand it, does
not conifer any advantages at all upon' Con-
necticut with reference to this article of to-
bacco. ' 'And if the people of Connecticut, by
their diligence and industry, have succeeded
by long experience in raising ‘a better article
of tobacco upon her sterile soil, covered with
rock, than ‘can’be raised on'the rich soil of
Pennsylvania, all I can say is, that other
parts of the' country, if opened to-fair com-
petition, will, within a short time, within a
year or two, be enabled to go ahead of Con-
necticut in this interest.” "And I think it
would be no more than just for me to say in
the hearing of the gentleman from Pennsyl-
vania [Mr. Stevens] ‘that if the rich soil of
his State is not adapted to ‘the raising of to-
bacco, then they ought to abandon that busi-
‘ness and raise more corn and more wheat.

T'wish to state
‘that'this assumption 1s entirély unfounded—
that the “tobacco and cigar interests ‘of “the
Connecticut valley Were.nover more depressed
than they are at the present time, and that
_we have no reason whatever to' exult over
our western Brethren. © The trtith is that'the
| tobaces interest’ in’thi§ country universally
s dépressed-—the result in’ my judgmeént, of
four ‘causes’: first, exeesswe taxation ; sec-
ond, a low tariff; third, the poor cooaitmn of
ldst year's crops; aﬂd—’fourth the éxcessive
influx of southern tobaécoin consequence of
‘the cessation " of hostilities? * Phe remedy is
not to tinker your revenué law every session
for ‘the purpose of clevating the interest of
one section of the country (o the depression
of another, but in the first place to raise the
tariff, and in the next: plice to ‘wait for bet-
ter crops and until the laws of trade shall
regulate a glutted market,

Let me say, in regard !o the amendment
proposed by my distinguished friend from
Pennsylvania, which has been accepted by
my friend from" Ohio, that ity effect will be
to destroy entirely the ‘manuficture of the
higher grades of cigars. ‘But notwithstand-
ing this taxation, weé can enter into competi-
tion with you of the West in the mannfac-
ture of the lower grades of cigars. 1 doubt
very seriously whether by this taxation you
are promoting your own iriterests; for the
Connecticut seed-leaf, which is the subject of
so'much envy here, goes in large quantities
to Cincinnati, to Chicago, to Detroit, and is
there employed by cigar manufacturers for
the purpose of manufacturing the -higher
grades of cigars. It goes also to Philadel-
phia and to Pittsburg ; and while my distin-
guished friends are attempting to protect the
cigar interests-of some country districts, they
are breaking up the manufacture ‘of: the
higher grades of cigars in ‘the cities. It
is fortunate for us that no system of legisla-
tion ean render western tobaccos as marketa-
ble as- eastern tobacco, unless you- adopt
some system of legislation for preventing the
soil of the Connecticut valley from' growing
better tobacco than the western soil. .- Now,
“it seems to me, that instead of varying your
legislation, as you do, session after session,
for 'the' purpose: of accommodating some
local ‘interests, 'you should: wait until the
laws ‘of tradé can regulate all the discrep-
ancies of ' which you complain. . I know very
well that the adoption of the amendment
proposed by the gentleman from Pennsyl-
vania will utterly destroy the manufacture
of the higher grades of cigars and turn the
whole cigar interest of the country into the
mauufacture of cheap cigars.

I withdraw my amendment:

Mz, Hoorzr, of Massachusetts.—I move to
amend the amendment of the gentleman from
Ohio by striking it out and inserting in lieu
thereof the following :

¢ On cigarettes, or small cigars, made of
tobacco inclosed in a wrapper or binder, and
not over three and a half inches in length,
and on cigars made with twisted heads and
on cheroots and on cigars known as short
sixes, the market value of which is.not over
eight dollars per thousand, a tax of two dol-
lars per thousand.

“On all other cigarettes and cigars, the
market value of which is over eight dollars
and not over twelve dollars per thousand, a
tax of four dollars per thousand.

“On all other cigarettes and cigars a tax
of four dollars.per thousand, and in addition
forty per cent. ad valorem on the value be-
yond twelve dollars to be assessed, on the ex-
cess beyond twelve dollars per thousand.”

I believe the amendment I offer covers the
object of the gentlemdn from Ohio [Mr.
Schenck] and the gentleman from Pennsyl- =
vania [Mr. Stevens]. I think it speaks for
itself, and I will make no further remarks.

Mg. Srevexs.—It does not quite come up
to my idea, because it says twelve instead
of ten. It makes the tax more severe than
1 would make -it. I ask my friend from
Ohio whether it does not give us as much as
we can get. I am willing to accept it.

Mr. Scmexck.—I am inclined to think it
effects the object:. It affords a little more
room for the manufacture of cigars. I accept
it with the understanding that it shall re-
main open to my friend from Wisconsin [Mr.
. Paine] to make his amendment.

Mg. Pamne.—I hope my friend from Ohio
will accept the amendment.

Mg. Scuexck.—I will accept it, and yield
the floor to the gentleman from Wisconsin to
offer his amendment in regard to appraise-
ment, without which I-think this legislation
will not be perfect.

Me. Pane.—I agree with the gentleman
from Pennsylvania. I had better offer my
amendment hereafter asan independent prop-

osition. I will offer it hereafter, when the
‘gentleman can submit his agidment to the
amendment,

Mg, MogrrILL,—Mr. Chmrman in the mul-
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titude of amendments T fail to see any im=
provement of the bill reported to the House,
while I feel quite sure the gentleman from
Onio [Mr. Schenck] and his coadjutors are
destined to triumph in any thing he shall
demand. I shall content myself, so far as
representing the Committee of Ways and
Means, in having a vote in the House on
whatever proposition may be-introduced into
the bill.

I am quite satisfied gentlemen are mistaken
that it is the excise law which bhas really
caused the depression in the tobacco trade.
It is universal. It pervades all sections of
the country. Itisas much felt in the Con-
necticut valley as in Ohio or in Wisconsin.
The difficulty, whatever gentlemen may Say,
was tha close of the war, when a large lot of
tobacco was let loose from the South. Gen-
tlemen may suppose that tobacco can be
grown in latitude thirty-five or forty as cheap-
ly as at the South, but they are mistaken.
They will always produce tobacco at the
South, especially tlie lower grades, cheaper
than at the North, It has been in conse-
quence of this influx of tobacco from the
South that the tobacco trade has been de-
pressed.

1 will say, in addition, that the provision
these gentlemen wish to put upon the law
now exists, and hence our woes, for the
cigars imported are imported under the low-
est valuation. We have no cigars paying a
duty above the rate of fifteen doilars. It will
operate in the same way if this provision be
s dopted.

There is another thing in regard to the
ptroduction of foreign cigars. They are

muggled in. I wish some process could be
eand out by which we could prevent the
irge amount of swuggling now practiced.
i have had occasion to'say before the amount
of smuggling of cigars is immense. I believe
the regular steamships from New-York to
Cuba smuggle in more cigars than pay the
duty. :

And I will say further, in relation to this

~ subject of cigars, that gentlemen must un-
derstand the pipe has grown much more
fashionable since the war, and that many
who used cigars now use the pipe.

[Here the hammer fell.]

Mg. Stevexs. —I1 move, pro forma, to
strike out the word * the.” g

I want to state to the gentleman from

Vermont that facts are better than argument.
He attributes the depression of the tobacco
trade to the conclusion of the war in the
South. If he will inquire he will find that in
August, nine months before the war closed,
every tobacco shop in 1y county shut up.
There was not a single man who did not sell
out beoause of the law.
.. Mg, Scaexck.—The tobacco of the South
no more comes in competition with ours
than cotton with wheat. Theirs is a guammy
tobacco, used for plug and cavendish, and
not fit for smoking, while ours is fit for smok-
ing and not for chewing tobacco.

Mg. Srevens.—It is very clear that the
tobacco which we ra‘se in Pennsylvania and
Ohio, and all the West except Kentucky, is
what is called the seed-leaf, and the cigars
made of that tobacco sell at twenty dollars a
thousaud, and it costs twelve dollars and

fifty cents to make them, independent of the

tax. But the tobacco of Kentucky, except
the Clarksville tobacco, is always in hogs-
_heads for exportation, and does not come in
competition with the seed-leafl of any kind
whatever, .

Mg. GriswoLp.—I desire to agk the gen-
tleman from Pennsylvania whether at the
time of the depression to which he alludes,
there was not in the market a greatear
amount of manufactured cigars than there
had ever been before, manufactured in antici-
pation of the tax.

Mgz. Srevess. — Undoubtedly, but could
they have gone on and made them under the
ad-valorem tax? As it was, it was impossi-
ble to go on because the direct tax, together
with the cost, was more than they could sell
the cigars for.

Mge. MorriL.—1 want to ask the gentle-
man a question. Does he not know the fact
that in every instance where we increase
largely our duties upon-any article, the effeot
of it is to sﬁp.or check business for a
time ?

My, Stevexs.—I know it is so, and there-

fore the best way to get a greater number of

cigars made is to take off the tax altogether.
Under the prior law there were over five hun-
dred million cigars made. Last year there
were but tbree hundred and twenty-seven
millions returned.

Mg, Grisworp.—I would ask the gentle-
man if it is not the fact that cigars are of-
fered in New-York at this time at a less price
than they can possibly be produced in this
ocountry.

Mg. Stevexs.—IL can not tell about that.
It may be true. I supposc there is a great
deal of smuggling in New-York. I haveno
doubt they carry it on to a considerable ex-
tent. L

Mg. MorrmL.—Now that the war is at an
end.

Mz, Raspatr, of Pennsylyania.—I con-
gratulate the gentleman from Pennsylvania
[Mr. Stevens] on the announcement he has
just made, that the war is atan end. [Laugh-
ter.]

Mr. Stevens.—No, sir; I understand it is
not at an end.

Mg. Raxpari, of Pennsylvania. — You
said so.

Mg. Srevexs.—No, my friend behind me
said it was at an end. I believe the war is
just beginning—the Copperheads on one side
and the Coufederate armies on the other.
[Laughter.]

Mg. W asEBURN, of Massachusetts.—I wish
to call the attention of the House to some
statistics. Some were given by the gentle-
maa from Wisconsin [Mr. Paine]. I have
some here eoming from the Internal Revenue
Depurtment, which I think will not be dis-
puted.

Ix 1852, the condition of France was some-
what analogous to the present condition of
the Southern States. = Long years of foreign
and civil war and constantly recurring revo-
lutions had impoverished her people and bur-
dened them with public and private debt.
Their great want was money wherewith to go
to work, to cultivate their farms, to develop
their resources, and revive the industry and
prosperity of France. There was no way to
procure money but by the use of credit,

The present able ruler of France, after con-
sultation with experienced financiers, organ-
ized that credit by the decree of 28th Feb-
ruary, 1852, establishing the Oredit Foncier
or Land Bank.

Its object was:

“1st. To lend upon mortgage to the pro-
priefors of land, in the departments where a
Credit Foncier, or (Land Bank) does not ex-
ist, and in those in which the Credit Foncier
de France has been incorporated by the con-
sent of Government, sums repayable by the
borrowers by means of annuities, comprising
the interest, the sinking fund, as well as the
cost of negotiation. !

“2d. To apply, with theauthority of the
Government, every other system having for
its ohject the facility of loans upon land and
the liberation of the debtors.”

By another decree, 18th November, 1852,
Napoleon established the Societe Generale du
Oredit Mobilier, which, as its name implies,
was intended to operate in movable credits
and securities (personal property.)

The following is an extract from the
prospectus of the -Credit M8bilier, issued in
18562 :

“The Bank of Frantd¢htains the greatest
part of the funds which it employs, by the.
1ssue of notes to bearer, anable on demand.

It is in consequence of this obligation of the
constant repayment that the bank gan only.

in order that it may have its funds within its
command at a short period.

“Teresults from this constitution of banks
of discount, that such institutions, which,
under ordinary circumstances, are of the
greatest utility, become powerless in mo-
wents of difficulty. They augment the in-
tensity of crises by the necessity under which
they are placed of diminishing their credits at
a moment when credits are most necessary.
“But such, nevertheless, is the utility of
these establishments that we may endure
their inconveniences, in consideration of the
considerable advantages which they afford.
“The Société @énérale has a mission en-
tirely different from that of banks of dis-
count, and its constitution will not ‘present
any of tiie incounveniences inherent in that
form of credit.

“The Societe Générale will promote indus-
try by way of commandite (with limtation
of liability), by taking shares or bonds in the
principal companies constituted en société
anonyme (joint stock), and particularly in
such as have for their object the execution of
public works,

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“Itwill contribute, also, to the formation

“The superiority of the constitution of the

Societe Générale consists in the scheme which ’
it includes for the emdssion of obligations at

long term, in such a manner that the repay-

ment of the obligations will proceed paré

passu with the redemption of the shares and

bonds, which the society will hold in its port-

folio.

“The.society will also issue at less than ?
year of time (d’echeance) ; but the amount of
these obligations will be held in sufficient re-
straint, and will be in relation with current
business. =
“The Societe Generale will have,” eonse-
quently, nothing to fear from political, in-
dustrial, or commercial crizeg; on the con-
trary, we must affirm that it is at those con-
junctures when it will be able to render the
greatest services ; for, being the representative
of a considerable number of enterprises, the
character of a company of assurance which
it presents will secure.to. its obligations pref-
erence over all other particular (individual)
investments,

“The Societe Generale will perform the of-

ce of an intermediary between capitalists
"and industry, and it will obtain for the first
the security which is only given them now by
a reduction of the rate of interest, which is
produced by the employment of their funds.

“This new bank will put an end to the
onerous conditions commonly exacted at pres-
ent for definite investments in industry, just
as ordinary banks of discount have caused to
cease the abuses of usury in discounts of the
paper of commerce.

**Independently of this character of a
Bangue Industrielle, which will distinguish
the society, the society will also, like the
Bank of France, undertake loans on public
stocks ‘and on shares; but these analogous
operations, far from interfering with the
Bank of France, will be eminently favorable
to that establishment; for the Societe Gene-
rale will make itsadvances in the form known
on the Bourse by the title of reports.* It.
will lend through the medium and with the
guarantee of the stock brokers (agents de
change), the whole of the value of public funds
on shares, while the Bank of France lends no
more than a portion. The society will make
larger advances to the public than the Bank
of France,and it will then be in a position to
borrow from the Bank of France on the de-
posit of the same securities.

“The gains of the society will consist in
the difference of interest between the rate at
which it lends to the public, and the rate at
which it borrows of the bank.

¢ In placing itself as the intermediare be-
tween the class of borrowers, and the Bank of
France as the lender, the society will be able
to render great services, on the one side to
the holders of public stocks and shares, and
on the other to the Bank of France. The so-
ciety will, by these means, augment the use-
fulness of the bank—an establishment which,
during fifty years, has rendered great sgrvices
to the country.

“In fact, by means of the funds of which it
will have the disposal, the society will be able
to reduce the rate paid for reports (renewals),
a rate which, during two or three months, hag
amounted from fifteen to twenty - five per
cent., and has even exceeded fifty per cent.
Such a state of things calls for an immediate
remedy, and there can be no remedy so effi-
cacious as the establishment of this new
society.

“ As regards the Bank of France, the in-
stitution of this riew soeciety will permit it to
augment, without any risk, the mass of its
loans, and to do so without exceeding those
rules of high prudence which have constantly
presided in its management.

“For all that class of operations which
have great importance in connection with the
maintenance and development of public
credit and public affairs, the Société Génér-
ale will act as a branch (succursale) of the
Bank of France—just as the Discount Bank
acts as an adjunct for the discount of com-
mercial paper.

“The society will cooperate in the con-
tracts for public loans, and will thus render
great services to the state in introducing an
element of competition into a field where no
such competition at present exists.”

Theseingtitutions, after thirteen years’ trial

have proved a complete success. They have
paid large dividends to the stockholders—in
1855, as much as forty per cent., and recent-
ly even more. They have been the chief in-
struments in developing that wealth and ma-
terial progress which have given to Louis
Napoleon the reputation of being the ablest
sovereign of the age, and, more than all else,
tended to revoncile France to his rule.
- Four years of civil war, the most destruc-
tive recorded in history, have reduced the
Southern States to a condition of impoverish-
ment far worse than' was that of France in
1852, rendering an efficient organization of
southern credit a matter of even more impe-
rious necessity. They need cash capital and
the requisite supply of merchandise where-
with to pay for labor and repair damages.
As their returns come in only from year to
year, short accommodations will not answer
their purposes. They require longer loans;
and as they have little left but their lands,
these must be made the basis of the credit,
whereby those loansscan be obtained, For-
tunately, no better basis for a credit can be
found than the rich and productive lands of
the South.

After twenty-six years' careful study of

$20,000 had grown into $200,000,”

NEW TARIFF BILL,

Tue following is the full reading of the
new Tariff bill in the matter of tobacco, as
agreed upon in Committee of Ways and
Means. So far as we have heard, it gives
general satisfaction to the trade, and we trust
Congress will make it a law forthwith, and
give business a settled basis again, Tt is to
be made the special order for Thursday next,
the 28th inst. :

“On cigars, cigarettes, and cheroots of all
kinds, $3 per pound, and in addition thereto,
50 per centum ad valorem, and no tariff for
the box in which any cigars, cheroots, or
cisarettes are packed, shall be allowed in
ascertaining weight ; Providing, that paper
cigars and cigarettes, including wrappers,
shall he subject to the same duties as are
herein inferred on cigars; and Provided,
further, that on and after the first day of
Augustt, 1866, no cigars shall be imported
unless the same are packed in boxes of not
more than 500 cigars in each box, and no
entry of any imported cigars shall be allowed
of less quantity than 8000 in single pack-
age, and all cigars on importation shall be
placed in public store or bhonded warehouse,
and shall not be removed therefrom until the
same shall have been inspected, and a stamp
affixed to each box, indicating such inspec-
tion with the date thereof ; and the Secretary
of the Tregsury is hereby authorized to pro-
vide the requisite stamps and to make all
necessary regulations for carrying the above
provisions of law into effect.”

INTERNAL REVENUE BILL.

Tas bill, with the amendments added by
the Senate, was passed by this branch of
Congress on the 25th inst. It now remains
for the House to concur in the Senate’s mod-
ifications. The published versions of these
alteratiors arn anita contradictery. We have

rected copy, from the fact that unle:s the
House concurs with the Senate, the additions
of the latter are of really no importance. In
