John Allen at the last meeting
of the newly formed USF Alum-
ni Association, on July 25.
Among the major topics that
President Allen discussed was
the question of why state uni-
versities need private endow-
ment. “There is not a single

state university that has at-|

tained eminence on state funds
alone,” said Allen.

California an Example

For instance, he explained,
the University of California, the
seventh highest endowed state
institution in the country, has
11 Nobel prize winners on its
staff. The only way that a state
institution would be able to at-
tract and maintain such talent,
explained Allen, is by supple-
menting state funds with private
Jnonies.

“Sixty per cent of the Univer-

sity of Michigan has been built
with other than state funds,”
said Allen. He salid the Univer-
sity of North Carolina was sub-
sidized through private monies
because the farmers of North
Carolina, realizing the import-
ance of the agricultural assist-
ance that the University pro-
vided, assessed themselves
through a ‘‘Nickles for Know-
how’’ program. He added that at
the University of Texas ‘‘Pri-
vate monies have come through
oil funds.”

Political Interference

‘“‘State universities are not
protected against political inter-
ference,”” explained Allen; and
one way to acquire this protec-
tion is through private endow-
ment. He said that since he has
‘““three degrees from different
institutions,”” he contributes to
e ach institution’s endowment
fund. “‘I have been paying cer-
tain institutions back for giving
me my education,” he said.

Allen cited ‘“‘tax exempton’’
and ‘‘putting money to good
use’’ as reasons why persons
might want to endow a univer-
sity. Not only does USF need
“ambassadors,” explained Al-
Jen, it also needs an alumni as-
sociation that actively assists,
through solicitation of private
monies, in establishing an ef-
fective endowment fund in or-
der ‘“‘to become really distin-

guisted.”

USF Botanist
Receives Grant

A University of South Florida
botanist has received a $16,000
grant from the National Science
Foundation for a genetic study
of ruellia, a group of tropical
plants about which little 1is
known.

Principal investigator will be
Dr. Robert W. Long, associlate
professor of botany, who will do
full time research in two sum-
mer months of 1963, 1964 and
1965 and two months during the
spring of 1964. Stipends included
in the grant will permit employ-
ment of upper class botany stu-
dents for research assistants.

Included in the research pro-
gram will be field work, re-
search garden observations and
experimentations and ftrips to
the Gray Herbarium, New York
Botanical Garden, Smithsonian
Institute, Chicago Museum of
Natural History and Missourl
Botanical Garden. It will be a
continuation of research work
begun three years ago by Dr.
Long.

For Tampa Students

USF is now accepting housing
applications from Tampa area
students, a departure from the
previous policy of granting pri-
ority for housing to students liv-
ing beyond a 20-mile radius of

the campus.

The completion of a new resi-
dence hall with accommodations
for 460 students had made the
change possible.

This is relatively easy for Rus-
sia to do, he added, since under
the Communist system relative-
lyv narrow and highly specialized
areas of study are selected, as-
signed and enforced in accord-
ance with the intentions of the
State regarding avenues of sci-
entific progress. Relatively few
may be exposed to a broad
scientific education to serve as
guides.

Re-Enroliment

Jose Yglesias,
recently acclaimed for his novel
of local color, A Wake in Ybor
City, reviewed the problems of
a writer at Tuesday’s informal
Meet the Author program.

Former USF
Students In
Larceny Trial

The grand larceny trial of
Stephen Perunko, 21, and Wil-
liam Martino, 20, both former
USF students, was continued in
a hearing held July 26, until
Sept. 16. The former students
were arrested April 11 on
‘'charges of having approximately
$1,000 worth of university pro-
perty—including a tape record-
er, portable organ, microphones
and meters—in their possession.
They were suspended from USF
pending action in eriminal court
and their parents notified.

According to the Report on
Student Disciplinary Procedures
for Trimester I-II, 1962-63, this
was the only case which had to
be turned over to criminal court
downtown. Other cases involved
mainly the theft of books which
were later recovered and the
students punished by limited
suspension from the university.
One case, however, involved the
theft of 100 books valued at ap-
proximately $265. This student
was permanently expelled with
psychiatric help recommended:
the books were recovered and
he was released to his parents
rather than the criminal court.
