According to G ene Hutsell,
special assistant to Atty. Gen.
Earl Faircloth who is heading
the team, the purpose of the
probe is to ‘‘look for patterns
rejecting low bids.”

As of last week, the reports
showing the results of the inves-
tigation had not been made
public.

The 1nvestigation started with
charges by Hook and Holtsinger,
a Tampa office equipment firm,
(that its low bid on furniture

Hook and Holtsinger and an-
other firm.

The cabinet committee de-
cided there was not enough in-
formation on which to base a
decision and ordered that furni-
ture for the buildings be rebid.

Going through the bid records,
the investigators occasionally
questioned USF Business Man-
ager A. C. Rodgers about spe-
cific items.

USFEF accepted the best bid in
that instance.

According to a story in the
St. Petersburg Times, Hutsell
said, “‘It’s foolish to accept a
low bhid for inferior equipment.
That sometimes is hard for
people to understand.”

President John S. Allen com-
mented on Hook and Holtsing-
er’s success in getting the pur-
chasing commission to reverwe
ifself as well as knocking out
Board of Regents approval of
the Business Equipment con-
tract, saying:

A Research Institute in Marine
Science, also within the frame-
work of the new institute, would
involve faculty members in
such areas as botany, zoology,
engineering, physics, geology,
economics, and chemistry.
