RED ARRCW CAVE

Red Arrow is one of the
newer additions to the growing
1ist of lavrge Texas caves, It
was explored by the first cavers
in 1955, although a few local
people had been in 1t as early
as 19159 .

Tne entrance is of the crawle
tn varlety on a large hill and -
leads to 160 feet of low=celling
passage before reaching the first
room, This portlion of the cave
piresents a very definlte snake
nazard and several rattlesnakes
and copperheads have been kllled
both in and around the entrance,
scorpilons and olack widow spilders
also inhabit the entrance crawlway.:

The cave has large and lmpressive
rooms,- thé largest measuring 320 -
feet in length, 90 feet wide,
and estimated at €0 feet highe
Tnere are a number of massive and
beautlful formations, including
gisnt stalagmltes and flowstones.

Entrance to the first main
room is made by edging around a
Geep crevace bordering the left
side of the room. From this point
the cave slopes downward at about
L0 degrees making good footing
dlfficuvlt and finally reaches
the lowest level of the cave.

.the largest of the rooms and
finally decends once more i to

the same low level in the lest. .
room, '

The cave contains a fow bats, o
mice, and a number of bones.
flost of the formations are alive
and tnere are several small pools
of water. '
