OUR PLATFORM.

If Congress desires to protect and foster the tobacco
industry, from which an immense revenue is annually
derived, it will, at its mext session, grant the follow-
ing measures of relief: '

I. The abolition of the unnecessary and annoying
and | caution-label ; or, in other words, the: abolition of the
requirement compelling the names of manufacturers to
appear on packages, whether on the caution-label, by
stencil-plate, brand, or otherwise. .For all the purposes
of the revenue officers, the State, revenue district,
factory number, and Collector’s signature, are sufficient
to enable them to trace with unerring accuracy and
dispatch, an irregular package of tobacco, snuff, or
cigars, directly to the mauufacturer. To demand, in
addition to these evidences, that manufacturers’ names
shall be printed or branded on packages, is not only to
cause unnecessary labor and annoyance, but also—
what is infinitely worse—to oblige dealers to gratui-
tously advertise all over the world the name of every
manufacturer whose goods they may happen to sell.

II., The establishment of an export bonded ware-
house in the city of New York.

1I1. The reduction of the tax on snuff to twenty cents
per pound instead of thirty-two, as at present, and
placing it on the same footing ' as ather preparations of
tobacco. - The omission to make this reduction when
the uniform rate of twenty cents was adopted for man-
ufactured tobacco generally, was an oversight which
Congress, as an act of simple justice to those interested
in snuff, should hasten to remedy.

IV. The refunding of the tax to those holders of man-
ufactured and smoking tobacco, who were compelled to
pay it a second time on the passage of the present
stamp law, in order to place their goods on thé market,
and the issuing of free stamps to those who have paid the |
tax under the old system of collection, but who still
hold the goods, hoping against hope that justice will
finally be done them.

V. The abolition of the cigar-makers’ bond. This
bond requirement ceased to have either justification or
utility when the cigar-tax became payable in' advance
by stamps ; it reflects discreditably and unjustly on an
honorable and influential trade ; it compels responsible
and self-reliant tradesmen to SOhClt from friends and
acquaintances favors for which it is humiliating to ask,
and which, in the nature of things, are seldom or never
cheerfully granted; it prevents, in many instances,
poor and humble workmen from becoming useful pro-
prietors, and is therefore the cause of whatever illicit
production is cbargeable to their account; it enables
Collectors of revenue to frequently extract money from
manufacturers for making out new bond-papers under
the plea of a necessity for changing, examining, or re-

cise regulations of any other country, and ought never
to have found a place in those of the United States.

OUR CROP REPORTS.

We surrender much of our editorial space this week,
that we may spread before our readers carefully cem-
piled accounts of the condition of the crops in the
South and West. .That the present condition of things
is exceptional, we think a careful perusal of these will
not fail to show. That they are not mere newspaper ex-

have recently traveled through the sections described.
That half a crop will not be harvested in the chief  to-
baceo-growing localities of the West and Southwest,
we think is a prophecy quite within the limits of truth,
and it will only be the part of prudence to act accord-
ingly. The worins and the scarcity of plants, together
with the absence of planting * seasons,” have combined
to produce this result. Besides, many planters, dis-
gusted with the low prices obtained for last year’s crop,

portionally reduced the areas devoted to the cultivation
of the weed.

That this state of things may eventually prove “a
blessing in disguise,” we have little doubt. The enormous
yield of last year and the low figures obtained therefor,
are naturally followed by a smaller crop, for which better
prices will naturally be aske«d. This is according to the
law of supply and demand. T'obacco has been grown so

{ generally for the past few years, and Nature has been so

bountiful in rewarding the labors of the planter, that it
had become a drug on, each side the Atlantic. = A less
generous supply for a time, will enable old stocks to be

| exhausted, and a  healthy demand will naturally follow.

This may prove an unpleasant experience for the
planter, but he has always the choice of temporarily sub-
stituting the cultivation of some other crop for the weed.
Tobacco, as a staple, is exacting, and sometimes crowds

where the soil and climate are especially adapted to
tobacco-raising, not sufficient attention is frequently paid
to the “ staff of life.”

If, therefore, we are to look forward this year toa
short tobacco-crop, the result may not be altogether un-
mixed with good. If it were in the nature of things that
large yields could be annually harvested and prices kept
up to the highest notch, we are afraid our planter-
friends would mever be convinced of the necessity of
“moving on” to a higher and nobler plane of existence;
but so long as we are subject to natural laws, we must
expect to see large crops succeeded by shorf ones, and
low prices by better ones. This is the order of things,
and we might as well make up our minds to make the
best of it, simply observing that in spite of these vicissi-
tudes, the area of tobacco-culture is constantly increas-
ing, and every succeeding decade shows a larger and
larger margin of profit arising from the traffic in the

Virginia Leaf—The week has exhibited a moderate
degree of animation in Virginia leaf, the continued ac-.
tivity in - Western sorts, impatting “an elasticity to the
market “which has affected favorably this and, to some
extent; other branches of* the ‘tobacco “trade. Dealers
speak of the Western leaf market as being in a state of
more than ordipary feryor,and while there has not been
in Virginia trade circles any thing like the spirit observ-
able in the {ormer locality, there has yet been sufficient
inprovement here to warrant a passing recognition, and
to denote the prevalence .of a new and quickening im-
pulse in the general leaf market. A dealer observed :
“Tre market has been somewgat excited the past week,
{and there has been a sharp advance in prices for West-
ern leaf, . I can not  quote .any advance in prices- for
Virginia, but I have sold all my stock at full figures.
Receipts are light and stock is very:much reduced, some
of my stock that was previously refused, was readily
taken this week.” Another dealer said: “ The sales of
Virginia have been confined to a few hundred hogsheads
of the lower grades ata decided advance. In the finer
ades little has been done on" account ©of the almost
entire absence of stock here.” Speaking! of the pros-
pect..for,the. maintenance of the present upward move-
‘ment .in Western leal, the same gentleman observed:—
£1t is now:pretty certain that there will be a short crop,
and if in addition to that we should have.an early frost,
we may look for a continued high range of prices
throughout the entire season.’ If, on the other hand,the
growing crop promises well as to quantity and quality,
and we are favored with a late fall, prices are not likely
to be materially augmented. after the present speculative
feeling shall have abated.”.

Hot!!! one hears
ou every side, and the opinion of the speaker is enfor-
ced by the addition of certain emphatic adjectives which
neither editors, printers ‘or reporters ever use ; but
which can doubtless be readily supplied by the reader.

The merchant has, in some-cases, been infected with
the disease, and he-too, has'begun.te grumble, not enly
about the weather and every thing ne can nothelp; but
about that for which he is,to a great extent, responsi-
ble—the: state of trade. -Many say ¢“trade is terrible
dull 7 and with seme it may be so, but the truth is, that
among ‘our first-class houses, trade for the past week has
been unusually large,larger by 'far than ever before
known at this season .of the year. ' Inquiry' as:.to the
cause has invariblyjbrought this answer, “ We keep the
‘kind of goods the people . want, and they come here.to
buy of us, instead of sending to far off markets as here-

‘ Thus, those that" formerly went Eastnow stop
here ; because here can be found in our leading houses
as‘fine goods, and-as large stocks, as in any othercity.”
The grumblers among the tobacco dealers now are those
who try to sell inferior goods ‘in‘ competition with the
first-class article. If such partiesiwould improve: their
‘trade they must gather wisdom from this old adage “All
that glistens is ot gold.” Besidees this.class who grumble
.about that which theyjcan help and allto no purposé,there
is a ¢lass in the community who "have heretofore grum-
bled, and have thereby produced beneficial results, viz :
the tobacco chewer. Aféw years ago plug tobacce
made many purchasers happy, but soon he began to

tire of the tedious process, and began to. grumble be- .
cause it was not cut up ready for mastification, and-‘as -
the grumbling increased; so did the desire of the manu-
facturer to put a stop.to it,and at last it was done’by
the introduction of the present style of Fing-Cur. -+

From that time to the present the. demand for this .
kind of goods has gradually increased ; but in the past
eightor ten years it-has shown a remarkablyand widely
extended development. . Ten years ago the sales of
“Fine-Cut" in this ci?& did nott exceed 100,000 pounds
per annum. To-day they exceed 100,000 pounds per
month.  Ten years ago our merchants kept a small
stock and found it of slow sale ; to-day we have some
leading grocers handling over 2,000 pounds per month, -
and sofme who make a specialty of and have a separate
department for tobacco, sell as-high as 20,000 pounds
monthly. The grumblers have had their part in pro-
ducing the changes that have taken place in this branch
of the trade, and for once have had ‘some method in
their growl. ‘A few years ago neariy @/ the “ Fine-Cut”
was put up in Eastern cities, and, like many other
Eastern goods, thought good enough for Western trade.

- It was poor..in quality, dull in color, nauseous;in
flavor,’and in many instances vile in its whole compo-
sition. . The dealer grumbled, the consumer gave. an
emphatic opinion on the merits of concoction, and the
whole body ofidevotees to the weed, demanded relief.
It came, but not'from the East. Waestern dca_lers‘ re-
alizing the situation, determined to ‘take “advantage ' of
it, and acted accordingly. Chicago of course, done her
part, and to-day this city controls in a large degree the
entire fine-cut tobacco trade of the Union.. ’

- Here is to-be found if not the largest, certaiuly the
second largest manufacturers of fine-cut tobacco, while
we also claint as our own, another (though located since
our great fire in a neighboring city) whose businéss has
assumed colossal proportions. These two houses ¢on-
trol the bulk of the trade, and their goods have been of
such a quality as to shut up and stop the grumbler, be-
cause they are the very best that can be produced from
the raw material, This result has grown out of a prac-
tical knowledge of the demands of the trade, and ' how
to supply it They have succeeded, while Eastern
manufacturers have failed, and failed because they will
persist in ignoring this fact, that the Western consumer .
demands the best goods that can be made, and think
them /Aardly good enough. If Eastern dealers wish to
obtain a portion of Western trade, they mus¢ make better
goods, and if possible, equal what the West produces,
or.they must retire from this field, and even at home
give way. to the Western product, for Eastern consumers
are being educated up to the Western standard. Hence
the largely increasing trade in certain Eastern' markets
for Chicago ‘and other Western brands of fine . cut to-
bacco. ) ) E5 LI

THE “ CuLP” PRrOcESs SuiT.—The San Francisco
Commercial Herald says :—The Culp process of; curing
tobacco has formed the subject of a suit by the Con-
solidated Tobacco Company against Frank Martin, for
infringement of patent. By this process, the tobacco,
when cut, is deposited.in a building in piles of from two
‘to three feet in- depth, and ‘from four to six feet in
length. It is -allowed to sweat until it has reached
about z00 degrees Fahrenheit. It is then hung upon
racks, so that the'stocks of the plant is at an angle of
about forty-five degrees, and the leaves separate, al-
lowing a circulation of air.. After sufficient evapora-
tion, the tobacco leaves are placed. in a pile, and again
heated and hung up. This process is repeated. until
the Teaf bas attained the desired color. The tobacco
is then considered cured. This process only relates
to the curing of leaf tobacco. ‘The defence in this case
was, first that this process had been in public use thore
than' two years -before it was patented ; and secofidly,
that Culp, was not the originator of the process. Judge

mer to erect a mammoth brick structure on the present
site of their buildings, trusting that they may then ac-
comodate all their trade. “Having alluded to-the ““ Eu-
reka ” brand of Durham Smoking Tobacco, we desira,
to say, Mr. Morris, son of R. F. Morris, Esq., began the
manufacture of smoking tobacco at Durham, prior to
the late war, and in 1865 the firm of R. F.-Morris and
Son was established, at which J. W. Green began the
manufacture of the Genuine (Bear) Durham. * For
about five years Morris & Son did a very extensive trade,
but for the want of funds, they were unable to supply
their growing trade, and in consequence thereof their
brand suffered. In 1873 the manufactory passed into
the hands of the Morris & Son Manufacturing Co., who
have largely increased their trade. The capacity of
their machinery is 10,000 lbs. smoking tobacco per day.
Their brands are “ The Orignal Bear Durham,”*Eureka
Durham,”. and “ Gold Leaf Durham.” We estimate

In Austria, France, Italv and Spain, the tobacco commerce is menopolized'
by government, under direction of a Regie. In GermanythHe duty ou Awer-
ican leaf tobacco is 4 thalers per icolbs. - Im Belgium the impost is recroned
afier deducting 15 per cent. for tare. The duty is 13 francs, 20 centunes
($2.40 gold) per 100 Kilogrammes (100 Amierican Ibs. equal 45% kilos ) In
Holland the duty is 28 ¢ents, gold, per 100 kilos. (280 American pounds
being equal to 127 kilos.) In Russia the duty on leat tobacco is 4 rosuics 40-
kopeks per pud ; on smoking tobacco 26 rou. 40 cop. per pud, and on cigars.
2 rou. 30 cop. per pud. The “ pud” is equal to about 36 American lbs. ln
weﬁhe duty is fifty cents, gold per 11§ American ounces.

CROP REPORTS.

News from Tennessee, Virginia, Kentucky and
Elswhere—The Same Story Continued—Light
PhntinF—rrotracted Drouth—The Ravages
of t:: Fly—An Unusually Short Crop Antici-
bpated.

The reports from the West and South coincide so
exactly as to crop prospects that they might all have
easily been writien by the same hand. An Indianap-
olis telegram, dated 14th ult,, says: “ Special returns
in relation to the tobacco crop in Kentucky, Southern
Ohio, Indiana and Tennessee, are such as to inake the
outlook | a very bad one.' Aside from late frosts, the
bugfly and other insects have been very destructive.
No transplanting had been done up to June 1st, the

KENTUCKY.

1Ol the general prospect in the Stale, the Courier-
Fournal of the 2cth ult. says: “We publish this morn-
Ing extracts from our latest State exchange, and from
varipus = correspondents of the - Cowrier-¥ournal, rel-
ative to the condition of,, the crops, The prospect for
corn and tobacco throughout Central and Western Ken-
tucky .is very -doubtful,»indeed. - A - long-continued
drouth—in Western Kentucky for over three months—
has prevailed -in ‘all this séction, and. the local ‘papers
and our correspondents concur in the bélief that not
more than one-third of * the usual crop will be made.
I'n many localities the plants-have not been even “set,
and, under the most favorable conditions hereafter. the
crop must be almost an entire failure. This result will
bring great loss to the farmers and probably much suf-
fering in the counties, as this crop-is the principal staple
raised. |1t is fortanate, however, for the tobacco buyers
and stemmers, who were threatened in the earlier part
of the season with great loss if the Crop, as was ex-
pected,should prove a good one. Last year’s crop was
very large, and the, foreign ‘markets especially were
overstocked, and many of the buyers had large quanti-
ties on hand. Unless rain shall come speedily, corn
all over the State-will be a comparative failure. The
fields, plowed. early.in  the spring, are dry,and hard,
and the plants have hardly yet appeared above the
ground. With moderate rains, howgver, .before the
scorching heat of July and August, the ‘crop may yet
be saved. The wheat crop throughout. the State
seems  very promising, but oats and . other grain
have suffered much from the drouth.. The outlook,
altogether, is a_very gloomy one for the farmers.’
Nicholas.—In this country the destruction of the to-
bacco plant.is so general that a very small crop. of the
leaf may be expected next season, and it is on this ac-
count that the price of the weed has advanced so lately.
Unfortunately for the producers, many of them sold for
future delivery before this advance in the price. It is

-proving a good thing for the dealers who bought some

time ago.—Omwen.—We learn that the planters in the
torthern portion of the county, bordering on Eagle
Creek, have taken advantage of the late rains and set
from one to four acres of tobacco each. In other por-
tions of the county very little has been set in conse-
quence of not having a season. Much complaint is
béing raised by the plantersin this portion of the county
that the dry weather is burning their plants.— Zay/or—
Since~ my last partial showers. have, fallen 'in several
localities in the county, as some tobaeco plants have
been put ont, .. Much the larger portion of the county,
however, is in the grip of an unparalleled 'drouth.
Without rain within the next week, the tenth part of an
average crop of tobacco will not be raised.—ZBurren.—
The tobacco crop, a source of considerable revenue to
our farmers, was never in so unpromising a condition
as just at the present time. Flies have devastated the
plant beds in many localities ; the drouth has injured
them in others, so that there is no plants to put out
more than half a crop if planting is protracted until the
middle of next month. * In some localities there have
been very light seasons early in this month, which were
taken advantage of to transplant a portion of the crop,
but the scorching rays of the sun were too much for the
“weed,” and it withered up and perished away to a very
great extent.
