Gila Woodpecker 1013-02810 Banded as AHY by Kay Burk
at Tucson AZ inDec 1982. Recovered therein Oct 1988. At
least 7 years old.

Hairy Woodpecker 861-23073 Banded as U-F by Elizabeth
Brooks at Alfred Station NY on 20 Sept 1976. Retrapped
there on 1 Dec 1988, _At least 12 years old, one previous
retrap.

Hammond’s Flycatcher 122-53041 Banded as AHY-U by
Kay Burkat Troy MT on 23 June 1970. Recaptured there on
31 July 1974. At least 5 years old, one previous recapture.

Tree Swallow 2001-22458 Banded as L-U by Cathy Chybow-

ski and Harvey Halvorsen at Bong St. Rec. Area, Kansasville
WIlon 20 June 1988. Found dead on road by Carroll Rudy
at Johnsburg WI on 21 July 1988; 86 mi N of banding site.
About 42 days old.

... (number not given) Banded as adult by Charles Schmid at
N. Truro MA on 5 July 1978. Recaptured in nest box by
Erma Fisk on 24 June 1984. 7 years old.

Steller’s Jay 1003-68928 Banded as HY by Kay Burk at Troy
MTon 16 Sept 1973. Recovered there 24 Sept 1979. 6 years
old.

Blue Jay 1213-71421 Banded as HY-U by Erma Fisk at S.
Orleans MA on 1 Nov 1976. Recaptured thereas AHY-Fon
28 June 1987. 11 years old.

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[This pair successfully fledged 3 clutches both in 1986 and
1987.]

American Robin 742-94968 Banded as AHY by Kay Burk at
TroyMTon 1July 1972. Recovered thereon 5 July 1977. At
least 6 years old, 2 previous recoveries.

Curve-billed Thrasher 1013-02703 Banded as AHY by Kay
Burk at Tucson AZ on 15 Jan 1976. Recovered there on 12
Mar 1982. At least 7 years old.

Red-eyed Vireo 79-68144 Banded as AHY by Kay Burk at
Troy MTon 11 June 1971. Recovered there on 23 July 1975,
At least 5 years old.

Northern Waterthrush 870-57520 Banded as AHY by Kay
Burk at Troy MT on 1July 1978. Recovered there on 11 July
1984. At least 7 years old, 3 previous returns.

MacGillivray’s Warbler 1360-25232 Banded as AHY by Kay

June 1978. At least 4 years old.

Common Yellowthroat 1610-34169 Banded as AHY by Kay
Burk at Tucson AZ on 10 Apr 1982. Recovered thereon 10
Apr 1986. At least S years old.

Northern Cardinal 76-127633 Banded as AHY-M by Kay
Burk at Tucson AZ on 24 Nov 1975. Recovered there 6 Dec
1986. At least 12 years old, 1 previous recovery.

Pyrrhuloxia 76-127632 Banded as U by Kay Burk at Tucson
AZ on 24 Nov 1975. Recovered there on 20 Feb 1982. At
least 7 years old.

Green-tailed Towhee 821-08851 Banded as HY by Kay Burk
at Tucson AZ on 15 Oct 1981. Recovered on 9 Apr 1986. 5
years old.

Song Sparrow 840-80938 Banded as Adult-M by Erma Fisk
at S. Orleans MA on 22 June 1980. Recaptured there on 2
June 1988. At least 9 years old.

Swamp Sparrow 860-38332 Banded as HY by Kay Burk at
Tucson AZ on 16 Nov 1980. Recovered there on 10 Apr
1986. 6 years old.

White-crowned (Gambel’s) Sparrow 1141-97775 Banded as
AHY-U by Kay Burk at Tucson AZ on 18 Mar 1974. Recov-
ered there on 21 Mar 1982. Atleast 9years old, one previous
record.

Yellow-headed Blackbird 852-39534 Banded as AHY by Kay

Burk at Pahranagat NWR NV on 28 Apr 1980. Recovered
there on 1 May 1986. At least 7 years old.
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Purple Finch 870-11725 Banded as AHY-U by L.S. Ryan at
Little FallsMN on 13 April 1980. Recaptured as AHY-F by
Doug Collister at Water Valley AB on 3 July 1988; 1600 km
NW of banding site. At least 9 years old.

«»900-93369 Banded as AHY-U by Doris and Don Cohrs at
East Point GA on 18 March 1978. Found dead by Bill Toner
at McGraw NY on 5 April 1988; about 1300 km SW of
banding site. At least 11 years old. [This record was submit-
ted independently by both the Cohrs and Bill Toner. The
bird was a male.]

House Finch 81-51811 Banded as AHY-M by Kay Burk at
Tucson AZ on 1Jan 1974. Recaptured thereon 13 Nov 1981.
At least 8 years old.

Evening Grosbeak 901-33807 Banded as AHY-F by Mrs.
J.H. Patton at Woodcock PA on 17 Dec 1985. Retrapped by
W.A. Dunbar, Jr. at Watkinsville GA on 9 Mar 1988; 1000
km SW of banding site. [Only banded member of flock of
100+ grosbeaks which wintered at Dunbar’s feedcrs.]
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
